believe in me through their message.” (20)



Prayer For Us

That we “may be one”
• Contrary To Our Nature
• Spirit, Not Form
• Links Back To Verse Three
“Now this is eternal life: that they may know 

you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ 
whom you have sent.”

• Jesus In Control

– Not Taken, Gives Self Up
– Soldiers Taken Aback
– Stops Peter

• Stage One:  Jewish
– Annas (Peter 1x, Charcoal, 

Challenge/Abuse)
– Caiaphas (Peter 2x)

• Stage Two:  Roman
– Irony of Jews Staying Out
– Pilate Detailed In John

• Gamble For Clothes
• Worry For Mary
• “It Is Finished.”
• Side Pierced
• Joseph / Nicodemus



The Resurrection

• Mary
“Do not hold onto me.” (20:17)

• Apostles sans Thomas
• Thomas
• Fishing and the Restoration of Peter

– 3 Denials, Questions, Affirmations, Charges
– Love: Agape / Phileo

• John Will Die
