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“I remember the events of that time more clearly than those of
recent years.

place in which the blessed Polycarp sat as he discoursed, and his

goings out and his comings in, and the manner of his life, and his
physical appearance, and his discourses to the people, and the
accounts which he gave of his intercourse with John and with
the others who had seen the Lord. And as he remembered their
words, and what he heard from them concerning the Lord, and
concerning his miracles and his teaching, having received them
from eyewitnesses of the ‘Word of life,’ [a Johannine term]
Polycarp related all things in harmony with the Scriptures”
