(1611) (From Old English gast
meaning “spirit” or “soul”)

Noncorporeal 
beings

Breath, wind, spirit (disposition and life in a person’s body)

Air in movement (wind, breathing), that which makes 
a body alive, part of human personality, an 

independent non-corporeal being
